OR DURING THE PUBLIC COMMENT PERIODS.  THE COMMITTEE,

C. DETERMINATION OF A QUORUM BY ROLL CALL OF VOTING MEMBERS 
 Roll call was taken.  There was a quorum of 20 members present.    
  

 D. APPROVAL OF THE MINUTES OF THE JULY 17, 2007 PORT OF LOS 
ANGELES COMMUNITY ADVISORY COMMITTEE MEETING 

 ON MOTION OF RICHARD PAVLICK, SECOND BY DR. JOHN MILLER, IT 
WAS RESOLVED THAT THE MINUTES OF THE JULY 17, 2007 PORT OF 
LOS ANGELES COMMUNITY ADVISORY COMMITTEE MEETING BE 
APPROVED AS AMENDED (2 spelling errors corrected). 
 
The Minutes were approved with 20 Ayes, 0 Nays, and 0 Abstentions.  
 

E. GENERAL PUBLIC COMMENTS (3 minutes per speaker) 
Jayme Wilson, PCAC Co-Chair, opened the floor for public comments.  
The following individuals addressed the Committee: 
 
Andrew Mardesich, a PCAC voting member, reminded the committee 
that this body had requested a report from the Port Police of all the 
citations/violations written up for Port related truck traffic in Wilmington. 
He referred to photographs, taken by Lucy Mejia, of illegally parked 
trucks, specifically one that was not cited.  He requested that PCAC  
 
receive a regular monthly report from Port Security on all Harbor related 
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truck citations/violations in Wilmington.  In response to this request,  
Co-chair Wilson stated that he would draft a letter asking Chief Boyd, or 
his designee to provide a report to the PCAC in September and each 
month thereafter.      
 
In response to the TraPac EIS/EIR, Skip Baldwin stated that he had 
issued a letter to both Dr. Appy and to Port Police Chief Boyd, that 
enforcing truck laws in Wilmington was not considered mitigation.   
 
Olivia Cueva Fernandez asked for a report on after hours enforcement of 
truck regulations in Wilmington (week-ends and after 5:00PM).  
 
Dr. John Miller commented on an issue he found in the TraPac EIR, 
relating to the myth that demanding measures viable to improving and  
cleaning up the environment would mean loss of jobs and loss of 
revenue from freight that would be shipped elsewhere.   
 
The TraPac EIR contains the Ports analysis of the use of other west 
coast ports outside of southern California, and it states that other ports 
are not capable of absorbing additional cargo diverted from the Port of 
LA without constructing new facilities/physical improvements that are 
not being contemplated.     
 
Dr. Miller explained further that another section of the EIR analyzes the 
expansion of terminals within southern California, outside the LA Harbor 
District.  Again, it states that this is not feasible because sufficient 
capacity doesnÕt exist and canÕt be constructed.  Cargo comes to 
Southern California because there are no weather delays (i.e. Portland / 
Seattle).  In addition, freight reaches the intended markets faster.  The 
PortÕs own analysis does not support this ÒmythÓ.   
 
Connie Rivera, with the Alameda Corridor Transportation Authority 
(ACTA), announced that Cal Trans and ACTA have released their Draft 
EIR for the Schuyler Heim Bridge Replacement & SR-47 Expressway 
Project.  The public meeting will be held on September 25, 2007, at 
6:00PM, at BanningÕs Landing, 100 E. Water Street, Wilmington.  The 
public comment period ends October 16, 2007.  The Draft EIS/EIR is  
 
available at local libraries and on line at http://www.acta.org or 
www.dot.ca.gov/dist07/resources/envdoc. 
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Arthur Hernandez, from the Wilmington Neighborhood Council, 
commented on the TraPac EIR and stated that mitigation should include 
the development of public access to Van Muilligan and Machado Lakes.  
   

F. REPORTS OF CO-CHAIRPERSON AND PORT OF LOS ANGELES STAFF 
In David MathewsonÕs absence, Tony Gioiello, Chief Harbor Engineer, 
reported that there were no PCAC motions moving forward to the Board 
of Harbor Commission (BHC) at this time.  Port staff is however moving 
forward with a board letter for the September 20, 2007 BHC meeting that 
will address changes to the PCAC membership.   
 
Mr. Gioiello announced that the September 6, 2007 BHC meeting had 
been cancelled.  The next BHC meeting is scheduled for September 20th 
at the Port, in the POLA Board Room, at 8:30AM. 
 
Dr. Miller asked for the status of motion # 69, regarding the Health Risk 
Assessment.  The target date on the last report was June 7, 2007.  Mr. 
Gioiello stated that he would bring this to Mr. MathewsonÕs attention.    
 
Donna Ethington commented on the PortÕs delay in getting the August 
2nd BHC meeting video posted on the website.       
 

G. SPECIAL INFORMATIONAL PRESENTATIONS 
¥ Inland Container Yards 

Art Goodwin, the Director of Planning for the Alameda Corridor 
Transportation Authority, gave a brief presentation on planning 
studies and discussions about potential inland ports/inland container 
yards.  The Committee raised concerns about the following: 
- Need for Additional Rail Capacity from the Alameda Corridor 

Through the Pass to Victorville 
- Questions Regarding Combination of Projects on High Speed Rail 

from LA Through Palmdale 
- Off Port Impacts Encroaching into Other Areas 
- Emissions and Other Pollutants Impacting Other Communities 
 
 
- Increase of Transportation through the Port Generates Additional 

Pollution.  If Relocation of Inland Ports Cannot be Done 
Responsibly Without Impacting Other Communities, it ShouldnÕt 
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be done. 
- Studies on Alternative Transportation Technologies 
- Increase and Utilize the Capacity for Transporting Cargo from 

Terminal Island via the Alameda Corridor 
- Percentage of Goods that Leave the Basin (60%).

WITH 18 AYES, 0 NAYS, AND 0 ABSTENTIONS. 
 

2. The Air Quality Subcommittee adopted the following motion  
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July 9, 2007.  The Motion was moved by Jody James, second by 
Kathleen Woodfield, and adopted with 4 Ayes, 0 Nays and  
0 Abstentions.

Richard Havenick provided background information on the motion.  
The PCAC adopted the motion with 17 Ayes, 1 Nay, and 0 
Abstentions.   
 

3. The Air Quality Subcommittee adopted the following motion  
July 9, 2007.  The Motion was moved by Kathleen Woodfield, second 
by Chuck Hart, and adopted with 3 Ayes, 0 Nays and 0Abstentions.  

   
 MOTION: 
 The PCAC recommends to the Board of Harbor Commissioners that 

they allocate $2, 922,089 from the China Shipping Settlement to fund  
 the remaining projects that the Technical Advisory Committee has 

recommended. 
 
Richard Havenick provided background information on this motion. 
 
 
Dennis McCarbery stated that the Chamber had directed him to vote 
against the motion, as the Chamber did not have the list of projects 
to review at the time of their discussion. 
  
The PCAC adopted the motion with 17 Ayes, 1 Nay, and 0 
Abstentions.   
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I. INFORMATIONAL ITEMS: None 
 
J. REP0RTS FROM SUBCOMMITTEES  

1. Port Master Plan Subcommittee Ð The Port Master Plan 
Subcommittee has not met for several months.  There was no report. 
  
Carrie Scovill reported that the Port of LA had recently released their 
new land use plan for the Port and inquired as to when the Port 
Master Plan Subcommittee would meet to address this plan?  Co-
Chair Wilson will bring it to the attention of James Cross and David 
Mathewson.  He will look into this.   
 
Jesse Marquez stated that at the last BHC meeting, there were three 
agenda items that he would like to see addressed by the Port Master 
Plan Subcommittee. 
1.) Specific action recommending that the BHC approve the purchase 
of property in Wilmington (What is that relationship to the Port 
Master Plan? 
2.) The passage or renewal of a former resolution authorizing the Port 
of LA to purchase off Port property specifically in Wilmington for Port 
activity. 
3.) A report by Port staff entitled CRA Loan/to obtain a $25,000,000 
loan for the purpose of purchasing property in Wilmington under the 
title of redevelopment; but ultimately serves the expansion of off Port 
property.     

 
2. Air Quality Subcommittee 

Richard Havenick reported that the subcommittee met on August 1, 
2007, at which time they discussed the TraPac EIR, Potential 
revisions to the 2007/2008 Air Quality Mitigation Incentive Program, 
and the Health Risk Assessment.    
 
Mr. Havenick stated further, that the ÒCommittee discovered stuff in 
the Clean Air Action Plan (CAAP) and the TraPac EIR, completely 
violates the schedule and the commitment in the Clean Air Action 
Plan.  Maybe an oversight.  The Subcommittee identified that the 
CAAP has some very specific requirements for implementation here 
on the opening of a lease for revision, TraPac presents that 
opportunity.  WeÕre thinking that those measures in the Clean Air 
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Action Plan are going to happen in the TraPac EIR, and so weÕre 
thinking the PortÕs probably going to correct that after this draft, prior 
to filing the final EIR, theyÕll ensure that the TraPac EIR is consistent 
with the CAAP.Ó        
 

3. San Pedro Coordinated Plan Subcommittee 
June Burlingame Smith reported that the meeting had been cancelled 
due to lack of attendance from both Port staff and the Committee.  
The next meeting is scheduled for September 12, 2007 at 5:00PM at 
the POLA High School.   
                

4. Water Quality Subcommittee 
The July Water Quality Subcommittee meeting was cancelled due to 
lack of attendance.  The next WQ Meeting will be held on Tuesday, 
August 28, 2007, from 5:00PM to 7:00PM, at the POLA Charter High 
School.   
 
Co-Chair Wilson reported that Cathy Beauregard would be taking 
some time away from PCAC and that Donna Ethington would be the 
Co-Chair of the WQ Subcommittee.  
           

5. EIR/Aesthetic Mitigation Subcommittee 
The EIR Subcommittee met July 26, 2007, at which time they focused 
on TraPac EIR Subcommittee comments (i.e. inadequate 
assumptions/projections, and minimized impacts).  He stated that 
there had been no formal presentation of the TraPac EIR to the 
PCAC, and that Port staff intended to hold special small group 
meetings to review and discuss problematic issues in the EIR.  Port 
staff has been unable to hold a special meeting at this time, but will 
meet with the Subcommittee on August 23, 2007.  In Dr. MillerÕs 
absence, Frank OÕBrien will Chair that meeting.  
 
Co-Chair Wilson reminded the PCAC that the goal was to have the 
EIR Subcommittee, the Air Quality Subcommittee and the Wilmington 
Waterfront Development Subcommittee formulate their comments on 
the Draft TraPac EIR and bring them forward to the PCAC for  
 
discussion and action on September 18, 2007.   If for some reason 
the PCAC doesnÕt have a cohesive comment letter by then, each 
Subcommittee will submit their own committee comments.     
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6. Wilmington Waterfront Development Subcommittee 

In the absence of Ken Melendez, Gary Kern reported that the August 
Subcommittee meeting had been cancelled.  The Next Subcommittee 
meeting is scheduled for September 4, 2007, at 5:30PM, at the 
Wilmington Senior Citizen Center.  Agenda items will include the 
TraPac EIR, Triangle Park, and a presentation from Sasaki on 
proposed design concepts for buildings in the buffer area. 
 
Donna Ethington requested a status report on the Wilmington 
Aesthetics Mitigation Proposals that were ready to go to the State 
Lands Commission on June 28, 2007, as reported by Dr. John Miller.  
Skip Baldwin reported that he had spoken to Teresa Scognamillo, the 
PortÕs Aesthetic Mitigation Coordinator, and that he understood that 
the proposals had just been sent to State Lands, and that State 
Lands had thirty days to respond.  Co-Chair Wilson stated that he 
would get a status report and follow up with notice to the PCAC.       
 

K. GENERAL PUBLIC COMMENT 
Co-Chair Wilson, opened the floor for public comments.  The following 
individuals addressed the Committee: 
 
Glennda Sands, a Wilmington resident, thanked the PCAC for their time 
and their effort in addressing important community issues.  
 
Jesse Marquez, a PCAC member, announced that on August 30, 2007, 
the U.S.  EPA would be holding a public hearing on the Ozone Standard. 
PCAC members wishing to give any public comments at the hearing 
must sign up in advance.  In lieu of attending the hearing, he stated that 
they could forward their comments to him.   
 
He also reported that the Coalition for a Safe Environment had filed a 
notice of intent to sue the U.S. EPA last year.  The U.S. EPA now wants 
to settle the suit, which forces them to hold public hearings, do required 
assessments and to make decisions on new standards. 
 
Arthur Hernandez, a Wilmington resident, commented on his monitoring 
efforts of the noise coming from the Watson Yard at all hours of the day 
and night. 
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Carrie Scoville, a PCAC member, provided an update from the Central 
San Pedro Neighborhood Council (CSPNC) on the issue of Knoll Hill.  
The CSPNC has passed four resolutions within the last year regarding 
Knoll Hill, the last of which was passed unanimously by their Board, on 
Tuesday, August 14, 2007.  An open letter was sent to the Port, to the 
Mayor and to the Councilwoman objecting to the privatization and the 
grading of Knoll Hill without a public process.  Both the Northwest San 
Pedro Neighborhood Council and the Coastal San Pedro Neighborhood 
Council also passed resolutions supporting a public process. 
 
Pat Nave requested a status report on the environmental review of Knoll 
Hill.  Kathryn McDermott, the Deputy Executive Director, Business 
Development, did not have an answer, but stated that she would get 
back to Carrie Scoville with an answer.
